I am writing to thank you very much for supporting Paddy Tipping’s Early Day Motion (678) ‘Protection for Seals’.  It is essential for Seals in Britain to have much greater protection than currently afforded by the CSA. 
We have a moral duty and international responsibility to protect the UK Common and Grey seal populations on behalf of the rest of the World.  Grey and Common seals are 2 of the 9 UK marine species described as ‘species of conservation importance’.  They are spectacular, iconic marine creatures! 
The scientific advice in the Special Committee On Seals 2008 describes a rapid decline in the Common Seal populations from the Shetlands all the way south to the Moray Firth and a stabilisation in the Grey Seal populations.  

Pressures and threats to seals include:- Declining prey species; Shooting seals around Fin Fish Farms and by the Salmon Fishing Industry; Marine Developments and Marine Renewables; Disturbance at haul out sites; Net Entanglement; Changes in predator movements, including Orcas; Increasing marine pollution affecting seals’ immune systems and ability to fight infection and disease; Increasing marine litter; Dredging and any other activity that changes the morphology of sandy Sand eel habitat.
